DIRECTIONS TO THE JJJ

FROM GREAT FALLS TO AUGUSTA:  Take Interstate 15 out of Great Falls about 12 miles, turning off at the exit for Highway 89 at the town of Vaughn.  Travel 8 more miles, and right before the town of Sun River, Highway 89 turns off.  You will continue straight (don’t turn off to Choteau) and this highway is now Highway 200.  Continue driving another 12 miles through Fort Shaw until you reach Simms and there will be a turnoff to Highway 21.  You will see a right turning lane and a sign to Augusta.  It is 21 more miles to the town of Augusta.

FROM AUGUSTA TO THE JJJ:    The Ranch is 25 total miles from Augusta.  This will take you about 45 minutes to an hour.  Go through Augusta on Main Street until you see the intersection which has a green highway sign saying “Helena” going left.  Turn right and drive out of town past the Augusta Community Church, and then the road will turn into gravel by the cemetery.  This is the Sun Canyon, or Gibson Lake Road.  About 4 miles out of town, there will be a group of signs, on of which says “You are on the way to the Triple J” with an arrow.  You will turn right here and continue on.  There are 17 total miles of gravel from Augusta, and then as you enter the canyon, the road turns into pavement.  Follow this road as it curves around the Sun River.  You will see a steel bridge over the Sun River to your right.  Ignore this bridge, but as you come to the concrete bridge at the bottom of the dam, turn right and continue up the mountain.  In about 2 miles, you will see our overhead sign above our driveway at your right.  Turn up here and go 1 mile to the end of the drive, and you made it!
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
